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PROCLAMATION

Sons of the American Revolution Day
June 9, 2006

WHEREAS, The National Society, Sons of the American Revolution, was organized on
April 30, 1889 — the 100™ anniversary of the i ion of George Washi 25 our
nation's first President. Since our founding, 16 Presidents have become members of the
SAR by virtue of having a lineal ancestor who either fought in the Revolutionary War or
provided a service for the American cause

WHEREAS, from the beginning, the SAR pushed for the government to gather together
in one place all of the records of the Revolutionary War. This led to passage of a law in
1892 directing the War Department to establish a collection of Revolutionary War
records. In 1903, the government purchased land for a National Archives building

WHEREAS, over the ensuing years, the SAR ecalled for the gathering of more
Revolutionary War records that are today housed in the National Archives. The collection
became so great that in 1926, Congress authorized $2,000,000 for constructing a new
National Archives building on the Mall Triangle. That building was completed in 1937

WHEREAS, today, the SAR continues to work around the clock in every state and
x\':ra_l 3 i S overseas p ing youth progr and aging the telling of
America’s real history.
