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Chapter Wins Record 10 Awards
Medals Awarded to Members, Chapter Members elected to State Office, Top Chapter Award Elusive

This year has started off with a bang. The Col. Fielding Lewis Chapter had a great showing at the Virginia 
Society Annual Meeting in Richmond 16-17 February.  The Chapter won a record 10 awards.  More than any 
other chapter and a record haul for CFL.

Several Chapter Members were honored for their performance.  Dual Member Mike Lyman received the 
Meritorious Service Medal for revitalizing the Revolutionary War Graves Program.  Bob Bowen received the 
Oak Leaf Cluster in lieu of his second award of the Virginia Society Medal for his outstanding service as 
VASSAR Secretary.  Bill Simpson received the Oak Leaf Cluster in lieu of his 
second award of the Virginia Society Medal for his outstanding service as 
VASSAR 3rd Vice President.  

Four of our past chapter presidents were elected to State Office: Bob Bowen, 
3rd VP: Jim Griffes, Chaplin: Walt Sheffield, Chancellor: & Bill Simpson 2nd VP.

This year, the chapter competed in the large chapter category against other 
chapters with 50 to 74 members.  This was the most competitive category of the 
four size groups.  The winner in this category could have gone up against any 
other chapter in Virginia.  The competition was fierce for the Best Chapter Award 
with Col. Fielding Lewis, Culpeper Minute Men and Fairfax Resolves in a dead 
heat.  By the narrowest of margins, Culpeper Minute Men won Best Large 
Chapter.

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President’s Call
Greetings Compatriots:

I recently returned from attending the VASSAR Annual Conference in Richmond held Feb.16-18th.  It was 
a great pleasure representing the Colonel Fielding Lewis Chapter at the conference and I am looking forward to 
attending the National Congress to be held in Williamsburg, VA this July as we celebrate the 400th Anniversary of 
the Jamestown Settlement.

There were several notable events during the Conference that I wish to tell you about.  
Joe Dooley was officially installed as President of the Society by Secretary General Bruce Wilcox, a past 

President of the Virginia Society at the Banquet held Saturday evening. It should be noted that Virginia's Bruce 
Wilcox will become President General of the National Society at the Annual Congress to be held in Williamsburg.  I 
am looking forward to working with Joe during his tenure as President.  Joe and I are the same age and being 
considered young fellas by most of the membership, we wish to reinvigorate the work of the society with energy 
and new ideas.  We were also graced with a visit by General George Washington, portrayed by Greg Fisher who 
spoke about the events leading up to Yorktown.

The Chapter continues to be a force at the State Level.  Past President Bill Simpson was installed as 2nd 
Vice President and Bob Bowen became the 3rd Vice President of the Society.  Walt Sheffield was installed as 
Chancellor and Reverend James Griffes continues to serve as Chaplain.  

Bob Bowen will transfer his primary participation to the Culpeper Minute Men Chapter to avoid having two 
back to back VASSAR Presidents from the same chapter. We will certainly miss his services.

In a well attended ceremony, the Society dedicated a monument to the 27 patriots buried at St. Johns 
Church in Richmond.  St. Johns was known as Henrico Parish Church in the past and was the site of Patrick 
Henry's famous speech. Buried in the Cemetery are George Wythe, signer of the Declaration of Independence, Brig. 
Gen. William Chamberlain and Governor Colonel James Wood among others.  The Virginia Society Colorguard 
Provided the honors and a musket salute.  While it was a bit cold, the weather cooperated with us nicely.

The Awards Ceremony was certainly a pleasant affair as our chapter garnered the most awards by any 
chapter in the state.  We received 8 streamers, 2 supplemental grave marking stars, 1 supplemental Forgotten Patriot 
Star and a Flag appreciation certificate. Due to the scoring methods, we were informed that we lost the Best 
Chapter award on a split-vote.  The winner, the Culpeper Minute Men and Colonel Fielding Lewis outscored the 
other 24 chapters in the state.  I also note that we received the Chapter Excellence Award for the 7th time in 7 
years.  I certainly enjoyed people asking if I was tired from all the trips up to the front to receive the awards.
The awards are:
Streamer-Sponsor, Emergency Medical Services Technician   - our candidate was selected EMT of the Year
Streamer-Sponsor, Citizen of the Year - our candidate was selected Citizen of the Year 
Streamer-History Day Support - we give $100 each year and conduct activities Streamer-Yorktown Participation 
Streamer w/ Star-Forgotten Patriots-We submitted two patriots not previously recognized by DAR or SAR 
Streamer-Sustained Excellence in Gravemarking 2003-2006 
Streamer-Innovative Program-Zirkle Mill 
Streamer-Chapter Excellence Award Gravemarking Supplemental Stars - one for every 10 graves marked
Flag Appreciation Certificate - for encouraging proper display of the flag.  

There was considerable discussion at the conference about the youth programs of the Society.  It was put 
forth by the Executive Committee that the society spends a great deal of money on the programs with very little 
results.  A resolution was introduced to eliminate funding for the programs, but not to cancel the programs.  Also, 
the money to support these programs comes from a trust fund.  A narrow interpretation of the stated use of the 
proceeds from the funds may preclude their use as a funding source for the youth programs.  After a contentious 
debate, the resolution was voted down.  As I stated I would make youth programs a focus of my term as President, 
I will work with Past President Larry McKinley on finding alternative funding sources for supporting these 
programs.  Any input in this area will be appreciated.

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Famous Artist Donates
Print to the Virginia Society
Mort Künstler is donating a special 
proof of his painting, The New World, 
to the Virginia Society SAR as we host 
the 2007 SAR National Congress and 
celebrate the 400th anniversary of the of 
the settlement at Jamestown.  Hailed as 
“America’s artist” Mr. Künstler has an
unsurpassed reputation for both 
accuracy and artistic mastery, and is 
perhaps best known for his paintings of 
scenes related to the American Civil 
War. 

Mr. Künstler says the following about this painting: “They stand courageously on the shores of the New World. 
The date is May 14, 1607. They are Englishmen – 100 men and four boys -- and they have spent five months at 
sea. Now, finally, they stand on the solid ground of America. It is, they note, a land of “faire meadows and 
goodly tall trees.” 

Lying at anchor behind them is the Susan Constant– the main vessel that transported them across the 
treacherous Atlantic. Alongside they have posted soldiers with matchlock muskets to guard against the 
unknown dangers of this wonderful but mysterious new land. Above them fly two flags – England’s historic 
Cross of St. George and the new English Union Jack. Around them lies the great American forest, and before 
them the challenges and the promises of the New World. 

Few of them will survive. The deadly threats of the American wilderness – disease, exposure, Indian attacks and 
starvation – will eventually claim most of them. But a hardy few will prevail, and here, on the banks of 

Virginia’s James River, they will establish the first permanent English 
colony in North America. Their hard-won settlement will be christened
