 Rob:  A reply from Hunter Homes McGuire VA Medical Center, Richmond was received yesterday in response to 
my query regarding donations and gifts.
  
 It appears their programs are more interested in monetary donations than material dontions.  The one exception is 
a list of needed peersonal comfort articles for admitted patients to the McGuire Veterans Affairs Medical Center 
who lack funds to purchase such items from their canteen. 
  
These items including toothpaste, alcohol free mouthwash, toothbruses, denture cleanser tablets, denture brushes, 
shaving cream, deodorant, talcum powder, shampoo, combs, hair brushes, nail clippers hand lotion, facial tissues, 
white "t" shirts, white socks men's briefs, postage steamps, writing paper/enbvelopes, greeting cards/blank, phone 
cards, canteen books, blank and recorded audio  video cassettes, disposable cameras, photo albums/frames, 
hats/caps/gloves and new sweat pants & shirts. 

 There is also a "special request" support donation for the Television Satellite Program:  The TV satellite program 
requires a subscription fee of $500.00 monthly for patients to receive the following stations:  Fox Sports, CNN, 
Headline News, A&E, TNN and WTBS, in addition to ABC, CBS, NBC, and PBS.  A contact number was listed 
for helping with this on-going project. 
  
 The other program is in providing Heart Shaped Pillows used for patients recovering from cardiac surgery.  
Organizations may wish to  include their service emblems on the pillows (a minimum order of 30  pillows is 
required and there is a one-time type setting fee).    The  firm supplying these pillows is located in Dayton, Ohio and 
they could  be easily contacted to determine the cost of 30 such pillows in a one-time donation program were the 
chapter interested.

Mort Künstler is donating a special 
proof of his painting, The New World, 
to the Virginia Society SAR as we host 
the 2007 SAR National Congress and 
celebrate the 400th anniversary of the of 
the settlement at Jamestown.  Hailed as 
“America’s artist” Mr. Künstler has an 
unsurpassed reputation for both 
accuracy and artistic mastery, and is 
perhaps best known for his paintings of 
scenes related to the American Civil 
War. 

Mr. Künstler says the following about this painting: “They stand courageously on the shores of the New World. 
The date is May 14, 1607. They are Englishmen – 100 men and four boys -- and they have spent five months at 
sea. Now, finally, they stand on the solid ground of America. It is, they note, a land of “faire meadows and 
goodly tall trees.” 

Lying at anchor behind them is the Susan Constant– the main vessel that transported them across the 
treacherous Atlantic. Alongside they have posted soldiers with matchlock muskets to guard against the 
unknown dangers of this wonderful but mysterious new land. Above them fly two flags – England’s historic 
Cross of St. George and the new English Union Jack. Around them lies the great American forest, and before 
them the challenges and the promises of the New World. 

Few of them will survive. The deadly threats of the American wilderness – disease, exposure, Indian attacks and 
starvation – will eventually claim most of them. But a hardy few will prevail, and here, on the banks of 

Virginia’s James River, they will establish the first permanent English 
colony in North America. Their hard-won settlement will be christened 
“Jamestown” -- and their bold feat will launch a chain of events that 
will eventually give birth to the Commonwealth of Virginia – and to 
our American nation. “
